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3. Murder - Gampola Police Division.

Investigations are underway at the Gampola Police Station following a report
received on the night of 14.10.2025 regarding the murder of a teenage girl at a
house in the Panwilatenna area of Millagahamula, within the Gampola Police
Division.

Police stated that the 16-year-old victim, a resident of Millagahamula, was attacked
and killed by a suspect armed with a sharp weapon.

The body remains at the scene under police protection, and the post-mortem
examination will be conducted following the Magistrate’s inquest.

Preliminary investigations have revealed that the killing stemmed from a dispute
related to a love affair. The suspect has been identified, and Gampola Police are
conducting further investigations to apprehend him.
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
