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Five Suspects Arrested for Violating Court Orders — Palaly Police

Five suspects were arrested by the Palaly Police for violating court orders issued in connection
with a protest held in front of the Tissa Temple, located in the Thaisetti Grama Niladhari
Division within the Palaly Police Division.

On 21 December 2025, Palaly Police received information that a group was planning to stage a
protest near the Tissa Temple over a dispute regarding the ownership of the land on which the
temple is situated. Acting promptly, the Officer-in-Charge (OIC) of the Palaly Police reported
the matter to the Mallakam Magistrate’s Court and obtained a court order to prevent any
disturbance.

According to the court directive, protesters were strictly prohibited from causing obstruction or
damage to temple property, blocking access to the main gate, public roads, or temple premises,
or disrupting any religious observances. The order further barred participants from engaging in
acts that could disturb public peace, displaying banners or publications that could incite unrest,
erecting unauthorized tents, conducting unlawful demonstrations, processions, or meetings, and
disturbing the sanctity of the religious site in any manner.

Despite these restrictions, five individuals were arrested today while engaging in a protest in
front of the temple. They were taken into custody on charges of unlawful assembly, illegal
obstruction, causing roadblocks, criminal intimidation, and violation of court orders. The
suspects were subsequently produced before the Mallakam Magistrate’s Court.

The court released the suspects on surety bail of Rs. 100,000 each, and the case has been
postponed to 26 January 2026 for further hearing. Palaly Police are continuing investigations
into the incident.
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
