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A person who dumped waste on the Colombo-Katunayake Expressway
was arrested - Expressway Police Division Seeduwa Sub-Regional Station.

On the evening of 10.12.2025, near the L 19Km post of the Colombo-Katunayake
Expressway in the Seeduwa Police Division, the mobile patrol officers on duty on
the expressway observed a driver of a van carrying a group of passengers travelling
from Colombo to Katunayake dumping a bag of waste on the expressway.
Accordingly, after the officers immediately informed the Seeduwa Sub-Regional
Station, the officers on duty at that station arrested him on charges of dumping
waste on the road under the Roads Act and produced him before the Seeduwa
Police Station.

The suspect is a 35-year-old resident of Alwai, Jaffna.

The suspect is scheduled to be produced before the Negombo Magistrate's Court
on 11.12.2025. The Road Development Authority, which carries out daily
maintenance work, constantly works to ensure the safety of drivers and passengers
traveling on these expressways, which are built for the convenience of the public.

Also, although the Road Development Authority and the Sri Lanka Police are
taking various measures including installing awareness boards and posting speed
limits, and are making their utmost contribution to the strict safety of drivers and
passengers, such individual actions pose a serious threat to the cleanliness of the
road as well as the safety of passengers in other vehicles on the road. The Sri
Lanka Police will continue to take legal action to arrest such unruly drivers.
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
