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Three suspects arrested in connection with the death of a wild elephant - Mihintale Police
Division.

A video showing a wild elephant being burned and tortured was circulated on social media.
The wild elephant that was subjected to this torture died in the Seeppukulam area of the
Mihintale Police Division and the post-mortem examination conducted on the death of the
wild elephant concluded that it died due to kidney and liver disease and fear of being
burned.

Accordingly, on the evening of 17.12.2025, a team of officers from the Mihintale Police
have arrested three suspects for the crime of committing animal cruelty by setting this
wild elephant on fire in the Seeppukulam area of the Mihintale Police Division.

The suspects are residents of the Seeppukulam area, aged 42, 48 and 50.

The suspects are scheduled to be produced before the Anuradhapura Magistrate's Court
today, 18.12.2025. Mihintale Police are conducting further investigations.
