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01. Suspect wanted in murder case arrested — Western Province Southern
Crime Division

The Western Province Southern Crime Division had launched an investigation into
the fatal shooting of the former Vice Chairman of the Mulleriyawa Pradeshiya
Sabha, Kotikawatta, which occurred within the Mulleriyawa Police Division on 02
August 2022.

In connection with this incident, a suspect who allegedly aided and abetted the
murder was apprehended by the Western Province Southern Crime Division on 31
December 2025.

The suspect is a 32-year-old resident of the Kokowita, Parakaduwa area.

The Western Province Southern Crime Division is carrying out further
investigations.

02. Four female suspects and one male suspect arrested for selling counterfeit
gold items — Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau, Negombo

Following a complaint received by the Negombo Police Station on 30 December
2025 regarding the sale and manufacture of counterfeit gold items, officers of the
Negombo Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau initiated investigations into the
matter.



As a result, four female suspects involved in selling counterfeit gold jewelry and

one male suspect, alleged to have manufactured the fake gold items, were arrested
on 31 December 2025.

The female suspects, aged between 35 and 38 years, are residents of the
Kolonnawa and Negombo areas. The male suspect is a 48-year-old resident of the
Heiyanthuduwa area.

Further investigations are ongoing by the Negombo Divisional Criminal
Investigation Bureau.
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
