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Five people died, and three people were hospitalized due to illness
(suspected of alcohol poisoning) - Wennappuwa Police Division.



Investigations have been initiated following a 119 text message received by the
Wennappuwa Police on the morning of 06.01.2026 that two people had died in a
mill in the Thambarawila Road area of the Wennappuwa Police Division. Further
investigation revealed that two people who were at a workplace in the same area
had also died after being admitted to the Marawila Hospital due to illness and
another person who was in a house in the area had died.

The deceased were between the ages of 28 and 57 years old, residents of
Anuradhapura, Dayagama, Ratnapura, Mapalagama and Waikala, and working in
the Thambarawila Road area of Wakkala.

It has been revealed that the two people who died in the mill and three other people
working there had consumed alcohol together on the night of 2026.01.04 and as a
result, they had fallen ill the next day and had sought treatment at a private
hospital. After that, on the morning of 2026.01.06, two of the above employees
were found dead and the three employees were immediately admitted to the
Negombo Hospital for treatment.

According to the current investigation, the police suspect that these individuals
have died due to an illness caused by drinking alcohol. Further investigations are
being conducted by the Wennappuwa Police regarding the incident.
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
