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Further report on the death of five people and the hospitalization of eight
people after consuming illegal alcohol - Wennappuwa Police Division.

The Wennappuwa Police has initiated an investigation into the incident in
which 05 people died and 08 others were treated at the Negombo
Hospital due to poisoning after consuming illegal alcohol in the
Wennappuwa Police Division.

Accordingly, on 06.01.2026, a 64-year-old woman resident of the Bolana
Waikkal area was arrested and questioned, on suspicion of selling illegal
alcohol to the deceased and the people receiving treatment in the
hospital. It was revealed that this woman had been provided with illegal
alcohol by a man and a woman resident of the Gonuwila area.

Accordingly, officers have arrested a 44-year-old woman resident of the
Dankotuwa area, South Gonuwila, who is suspected of having provided
the alcohol.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Wennappuwa Police
Station regarding the incident.
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A suspect who stole money from a foreign monk has been arrested -
Airport Police Station.
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The Airport Police Station has initiated investigations based on a
complaint received on the morning of 2026.01.06 that a wallet belonging
to a Thai monk who arrived in Sri Lanka by air from Bangkok had been
stolen.

After the investigation, it was revealed that a foreign national who was on
the flight on which the monk arrived had stolen the wallet. The suspect
foreign national was arrested along with the wallet containing US$
10,000/= while staying at a rented house in the Kollupitiya area.

The suspect is a 43-year-old Chinese national.
