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Two Suspects Arrested with Illegal Liquor — Moragahahena Police

On the morning of 09.01.2026, acting on a tip-off, a team of officers from the
Moragahahena Police Station carried out two raids in the Kosgahakumbura and Jayakody
Mawatha areas within the Moragahahena Police Division. During the operations, two
suspects were arrested in possession of 112 litres of illegal liquor, equivalent to
approximately 150 bottles.

The suspects have been identified as residents of the Gonapola area, aged 40 and 48.

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Suspect Arrested with Illegal Liquor — Mirigama Police

On the evening of 08.01.2026, acting on information received, a team of officers from the
Mirigama Police Station carried out a raid in the Ambepussa area within the Mirigama
Police Division. During the operation, a suspect was arrested in possession of 67 litres of
illegal liquor, equivalent to approximately 90 bottles.

The suspect has been identified as a 55-year-old resident of the Ambepussa area.

Further investigations are being conducted by Mirigama Police.
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Fire Incident — Nawagamuwa Police Division

On the morning of 08.01.2026, Nawagamuwa Police Station received a report of a fire that
had erupted at a garment factory located in the Ranala area within the Nawagamuwa Police
Division. Prompt investigations were initiated, and the fire was successfully brought under
control with the assistance of the Kaduwela Fire Brigade.

Although goods and property sustained damage as a result of the fire, no injuries or loss of

life were reported. The cause of the fire has not yet been determined, and further
investigations are being carried out by Nawagamuwa Police.
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
