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Court Proceedings Initiated Regarding the Placement of a Buddha Statue within the
Trincomalee Port Police Division

The case pertaining to the incident involving the placement of a Buddha statue on the beach within
the Trincomalee Port Police Division has been taken up before the Honourable Court.

On 16.11.2025, officers of the Coastal Conservation and Coastal Resources Management
Department commenced investigations following a complaint received by the Trincomalee Port
Police Station, alleging that an unauthorized structure was being erected and a Buddha statue had
been installed within the coastal conservation zone of Trincomalee city.

The relevant facts of the incident were subsequently reported to the Trincomalee Magistrate’s Court,
and the case was taken up for hearing on 14.01.2026. Of the eleven (11) suspects named in the case,
nine (09) appeared before the Honourable Court today and were remanded until 19.01.2026.

In addition, the Court today identified four (04) additional individuals as suspects in this matter and
issued orders for their arrest and production before court. The case has been scheduled to be recalled
on 19.01.2026.
