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Four Suspects Arrested for Assaulting a Group of University Students -
Peradeniya Police

Investigations have been initiated by the Peradeniya Police following a complaint received
regarding the assault of a group of students from the University of Peradeniya on the evening of
15.01.2026.

According to preliminary investigations, the students had gone to bathe in a stream in the
Welihiriya area of Peradeniya, where an altercation arose with a group of individuals who were
consuming alcohol at the location, leading to the assault. Four students who sustained injuries are
currently receiving inpatient treatment at the Peradeniya Hospital.

Three suspects connected to the incident were arrested in the Kiribathkumbura area on
15.01.2026, while a fourth suspect surrendered himself at the Peradeniya Police Station on
16.01.2026.



The suspects, aged 30 and 31, are residents of the Asgiriya, Gothatuwa, and Kandy areas.

The suspects were produced before the Kandy Magistrate’s Court on 16.01.2026 and were
remanded until 29.01.2026.
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
