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Suspect Arrested for Aiding and Abetting a Murder by Shooting — Homagama
Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau

The Homagama Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau commenced investigations
into a shooting incident that occurred inside a residence within the Nawagamuwa Police
Division on 01.01.2026, in which one person was killed and two others sustained serious
injuries.

Based on information received during the investigation, a suspect was arrested on the
morning of 18.01.2026 in the Koholwila area of the Kelaniya Police Division for aiding
and abetting the crime. The suspect was subsequently produced before the
Nawagamuwa Police Station.

The arrested individual is a 19-year-old resident of the Kelaniya area.
Further inquiries revealed that the suspect had acted as the driver of the van used by the
perpetrators to arrive at the scene of the crime. The Homagama Divisional Criminal

Investigation Bureau is continuing further investigations.
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A person drowned and disappeared in the Elle Oya, Bemmulla - Bemmulla
Police Division.

Investigations have been initiated on a message received by the
Bemmulla Police on 18.01.2026 that a person who had gone to bathe at
the Meegahamulla Bathing Pier, Elle Oya, Bemmulla had drowned and
disappeared.
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The missing person is a 54-year-old resident of Wellampitiya.

It has been revealed during the ongoing investigation that the deceased
had gone to a relative's house with his wife and drowned while bathing at
the Meegahamulla Bathing Pier, Elle Oya. The Bemmulla Police have
brought in a Navy diving team to search for the missing person and have
initiated search operations.
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Four suspects arrested after raiding a brothel operating under the guise
of a massage parlor - Seeduwa Police.
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On the evening of 18.01.2026, the Seeduwa Police raided a brothel
operating under the guise of a massage parlor located on Negombo Road,
Seeduwa and arrested four suspects for engaging in prostitution.

The suspects arrested are residents of Matale, Alawwa and Hatton areas,
aged between 21and 34 years.

The Seeduwa Police are conducting further investigations.

Pistol found in a water tank - Keselwatte Police.

On18.01.2026, a team of officers from the Hambegamuwa Police raided a
cannabis farm with 11570 (eleven thousand five hundred and seventy)
cannabis plants cultivated on an area of about one acre in the Delgalara
Reserve area in Hambegamuwa and arrested a suspect.

The suspect is a 38-year-old resident of the Hambegamuwa area.

After taking samples as evidence, the cannabis plants were set on fire
and destroyed. Hambegamuwa Police are conducting further
investigations.
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
