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Suspect Arrested with Heroin — Special Task Force Moratuwa Camp

On the afternoon of 26 January 2026, officers attached to the Special Task Force
Moratuwa Camp carried out a raid in the Dibbedda area, within the Pinwatte
Police Division, based on received intelligence. During the operation, a suspect was
apprehended in possession of 126 grams and 650 milligrams of heroin.

Following the arrest, the suspect was produced before the Pinwatte Police Station for
further legal action.

The arrested individual is a 43-year-old resident of Panadura.

Further investigations are currently being conducted by the Pinwatte Police.
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Two Suspects Arrested with Suspected Antiquities — Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau
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On the afternoon of 26 January 2026, officers attached to the Mount Lavinia
Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau arrested two suspects in the Moratuwa
and Battaramulla areas while they were allegedly attempting to sell three black
stone caskets of varying shapes, believed to be antiquities.

The arrested suspects are 41 and 53 years of age and are residents of the Mount
Lavinia and Moratuwa areas, respectively.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Pinwatte Police.
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Firearm, Live Hand Grenade, and Ammunition Recovered — Dickwella Police
Division

On the afternoon of 26 January 2026, acting on intelligence received, a team of
officers from the Police Special Task Force, Tangalle Camp, conducted a search in
a field located in the Kirineliyakanda area of the Dickwella Police Division.

During the operation, a foreign-manufactured revolver, one live hand grenade, and
three rounds of T-56 live ammunition were recovered. No suspects were present at
the location at the time of recovery. The recovered items were subsequently handed
over to the Dickwella Police Station for further legal action.



At present, no information has been uncovered regarding those responsible.

Dickwella Police are continuing investigations to identify and apprehend the suspects
involved.
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
