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Homicide Committed with a Sharp Weapon — Haputale Police
Division

An investigation has been initiated by the Sri Lanka Police under the
Haputale Police Division following the fatal assault of an individual with
a sharp weapon.

On the evening of 08.02.2026, the Haputale Police Station commenced
inquiries after receiving information that a person who had been admitted
to the Boralanda Hospital with severe injuries sustained in a sharp
weapon attack in the Pitapola area had succumbed to his injuries.

The deceased has been identified as a 65-year-old resident of Pitapola.

Preliminary investigations have disclosed that the incident occurred on a
cultivated land owned by the victim. However, the motives for the killing
and the identities of the suspects have not yet been ascertained.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Haputale Police.
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Suspect Apprehended with Heroin — Colombo District Crime
Division

Officers of the Sri Lanka Police attached to the Colombo District Crime
Division have arrested a suspect for the possession of Heroin.

On the afternoon of 08.02.2026, a team of officers from the Division
apprehended the suspect in the Siripalapintu Mawatha area within the
Grandpass Police Division. At the time of arrest, the suspect was found in
possession of 25 g and 150 mg of Heroin.

The individual taken into custody is a 40-year-old resident of the
Nawakelani Bridge area.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Colombo District
Crime Division.
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Two Suspects Arrested with Dried Cannabis — Police Special Task
Force, Buttala Camp

Officers attached to the Buttala Camp of the Police Special Task Force
carried out a raid on the night of 08.02.2026 in the Kotiyagala area within
the jurisdiction of the Ethimale Police Division, acting on received
intelligence.

During the operation, two suspects were apprehended in possession of
3kg and 788 g of dried cannabis. The suspects, along with the seized
narcotics, were handed over to the Ethimale Police for further legal
proceedings.

Both suspects are 25 years of age and residents of the Monaragala area.

They are scheduled to be produced before the Siyambalanduwa
Magistrate's Court on 09.02.2026.

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Child Killed in Lorry Accident — Udawalawe Police Division

A tragic road traffic accident claiming the life of a child has been
reported within the jurisdiction of the Udawalawe Police Division.

On the afternoon of 08.02.2026, a lorry travelling from Barial Junction
towards Thanamalwila along the Udawalawe—Thanamalwila Road struck
a child who was walking along the roadside in the Malabotuara area. The
child sustained critical injuries in the collision and was admitted to the
Udawalawe Hospital for treatment. However, he later succumbed to his
injuries.

The deceased has been identified as a 13-year-old resident of the
Udawalawe area.

The driver of the lorry has been taken into custody in connection with the
incident.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Udawalawe Police.
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
