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Two Suspects Arrested After Firing at Lorry Transporting Cattle and
Attempting to Flee — Ambalangoda Police Division

Officers attached to the Sri Lanka Police have arrested two suspects following a police
operation within the jurisdiction of the Ambalangoda Police Division.

On the morning of 09.02.2026, officers of the Combat Motorcycle Unit of the Ambalangoda
Police Station signaled a suspicious lorry travelling towards Ambalangoda in the Andadola
area to halt for inspection. However, the driver failed to comply with police orders and
continued driving without stopping.

Police officers pursued the vehicle, but the lorry continued to flee. In an effort to immobilize
the vehicle, officers discharged their firearms, after which the lorry was brought to a stop in
the Wandaduwa area.

Upon inspection of the vehicle, officers discovered 10 cows and 4 buffaloes being transported
in the lorry, one of which had been slaughtered by having its throat cut. During the operation,
two suspects were apprehended along with the lorry and 5,200 milligrams of crystal
methamphetamine (“ice”).

The arrested suspects are aged 42 and 46 and are residents of the Akuressa and Beruwala
areas.

The driver of the lorry and another individual has fled the scene. Further investigations are
being conducted by the Ambalangoda Police to apprehend the remaining suspects.
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
