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Suspect Arrested with Live Ammunition — Western Province North Crime
Division

On 13.02.2026, officers of the Western Province North Crime Division carried out a
raid in the Gala Junction area within the Wattala Police Division, acting on a tip-off.
During the operation, a parcel containing live ammunition was seized and taken into
police custody for further inquiry.

Subsequent investigations by the officers led to the recovery of 04 rounds of T-56
ammunition, 04 rounds of revolver-type ammunition, 02 rounds of pistol-type
ammunition, and 11 SIM cards of various types.

In the early hours of 15.02.2026, a suspect believed to have concealed the said stock
of ammunition was apprehended in the Udathalagama area of the Delwala Police
Division.

The arrested individual is a 35-year-old former Army soldier residing in
Yakkalamulla, Polpagoda.

Investigations have further revealed that the suspect is wanted on day warrants and
open warrants issued by the Honorable Magistrates’ Courts of the Galnewa, Kalthota,

and Elpitiya Police Divisions.

A 72-hour detention order is to be obtained from the Honorable Court to facilitate
further interrogation and investigations.

Further inquiries are being conducted by the Western Province North Crime Division.
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Fatal Road Accident — Wariyapola Police Division

A fatal road traffic accident was reported on the morning of 15.02.2026 in the
Kadapethewehera area along the Bamunakotuwa—Kalugamuwa Road, within the
Wariyapola Police Division.

A three-wheeler travelling towards Kalugamuwa reportedly lost control and
overturned. As a result of the incident, both the driver and a female passenger
sustained injuries and were admitted to the Wariyapola Hospital for medical
treatment. The driver was subsequently transferred to the Kurunegala Hospital for
further care, where he later succumbed to his injuries.

The deceased was an 80-year-old resident of Koswatta, Panadaragama.
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Preliminary investigations have revealed that the victim was returning home after
receiving medical treatment for an illness at the time of the accident.

Wariyapola Police are conducting further investigations into the incident.
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Car collides with motorcycle, killing motorcyclist and pillion rider - Mankulam
Police Division.

On the afternoon of 15.02.2026, a car travelling towards Vavuniya at the German
Tech junction on the AQ09 road collided with the back of a motorcycle travelling in the
same direction, pushing the motorcycle forward and falling into a ditch. The

motorcyclist and pillion rider sustained injuries in the accident and were admitted to
the Kilinochchi Hospital, where they both died.

The deceased are residents of the Kilinochchi area aged 57 and 62.

The driver of the car has been arrested. The Mankulam Police are conducting further
investigations.
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A motorcycle collided with a three-wheeler, killing a passenger - Biyagama
Police Division.

On the morning of 15.02.2026, a three-wheeler heading towards Bandarawatte near
the Siyambalape junction on the New Kandy Road was turning towards a petrol
station when a motorcycle coming from the opposite direction collided with the said
three-wheeler.

Two other people were travelling with the motorcycle rider. The person in the back
seat was thrown from the accident and hit his head on the road, and died after being
admitted to the Biyagama Hospital. The motorcyclist and the person in the middle
were admitted to the Ragama Hospital with injuries and were admitted to the
Colombo National Hospital for further treatment.

The deceased is a 19-year-old resident of Meerawatta, Welimada.

The driver of the three-wheeler has been arrested. Biyagama Police are conducting
further investigations.
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Lorry hits pedestrian, woman dies - Kandaketiya Police Division.

On the morning of 15.02.2026, a lorry carrying a motorcycle heading towards Badulla
in the Balagolla area on the Badulla-Mahiyanganaya road collided with a pedestrian
who was travelling in the same direction and was crushed under the rear wheel of the
lorry. The woman died on the spot.

The deceased was a 79-year-old resident of Balagolla, Meegahakivula area.

The driver of the lorry has been arrested. Kandaketiya Police are conducting further
investigations.
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
