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Technical Equipment Worth Rs. 556 million Handed Over to the Sri Lanka Police

On the morning of 18.02.2026, a consignment of essential technical equipment valued at Rs. 556
million was officially and symbolically handed over to the Inspector General of Police, Attorney-at-
Law, Priyantha Weerasuriya, by the Hon. Minister of Public Security and Parliamentary Affairs, Mr.
Ananda Wijepala, at the premises of the Ministry of Public Security and Parliamentary Affairs.

The donation included 1,718 computers valued at Rs. 365 million, 575 photocopiers worth Rs. 129
million, speedometers worth Rs. 45 million, and 1,750 UPS units worth Rs. 17 million, all provided
to support the operational needs of the Sri Lanka Police.

This provision of technical equipment is expected to enhance the efficiency of police services by
supplying the necessary technological and physical resources to strengthen law enforcement, public
safety, and to facilitate the duties of police officers.



This represents the largest single stock of equipment supplied to the police in recent history. The
event was attended by the Secretary to the Ministry of Public Security and Parliamentary Affairs,
Retired Senior DIG Ravi Seneviratne; the Director of the Ministry Coordination Division, Senior
Superintendent of Police Palitha Amaratunga; and a delegation of senior police officers.
