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Murder Reported — Neluwa Police Division
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Officers of the Neluwa Police have initiated investigations following a report that a
woman was fatally attacked by having her throat slit in the Happitiya area, within the
Neluwa Police Division, during the early hours of 20 February 2026.

The deceased has been identified as a 32-year-old resident of the Happitiya area.

Preliminary investigations indicate that the murder was committed by the deceased’s
husband as a result of a family dispute. The 34-year-old suspect has been taken into
custody in connection with the incident.

The body has been placed at the morgue of the Karapitiya Hospital for a post-mortem
examination. Further inquiries are being conducted by the Neluwa Police.
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Murder Reported — Deraniyagala Police Division

Officers of the Deraniyagala Police Station have initiated investigations following a
report received on the evening of 20 February 2026 that a person had been fatally
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attacked with a sharp weapon in the Udamaliboda area, within the Deraniyagala
Police Division.

The deceased has been identified as a 32-year-old resident of the Maliboda area.

Preliminary investigations indicate that the murder was committed by the deceased’s
mother-in-law using a sharp instrument, following a personal dispute that had
escalated.

The body has been placed at the morgue of the Deraniyagala Hospital for a post-
mortem examination. Further inquiries are being conducted by the Deraniyagala
Police to apprehend the suspect responsible for the homicide.
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Rescue of a Foreign Woman and Two Individuals from a Water Accident —
Police Lifeguard Unit Hikkaduwa

On the morning of 20 February 2026, two individuals and a woman who had gone
swimming at Narigama Beach in Hikkaduwa were caught in strong waves and swept
out to sea. They were promptly rescued by Police Constables 36188 Wickramasinghe,
96211 Duminda, 82094 Walisinghe, and 83277 Kumarasinghe, attached to the Police
Lifeguard Unit Hikkaduwa, who were on duty at the beach.
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The rescued individuals include two foreign nationals, aged 44 and 60, from Russia
and the United Kingdom, respectively, and a 31-year-old Russian woman.
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Suspect Arrested with Methamphetamine (“Ice”) — Special Task Force
Headquarters

On the morning of 20 February 2026, officers from the Police Special Task Force
Headquarters conducted a raid in the Homagama Police Division based on a tip-off
and apprehended a suspect in possession of 250 grams of methamphetamine
(commonly known as “ice”). The suspect was subsequently handed over to the
Homagama Police Station for further legal action.

The arrested individual is a 43-year-old resident of Eheliyagoda.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Homagama Police.
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Suspect Arrested with Methamphetamine (“Ice”) — Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau

On the morning of 20 February 2026, officers from the Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau conducted a raid in the Soysapura area, within the
Mount Lavinia Police Division, based on a tip-off. During the operation, a suspect
riding a motorcycle was apprehended in possession of 50 grams of methamphetamine
(commonly known as “ice”) and Rs. 44,000/=, suspected to have been obtained
through drug trafficking. The motorcycle and seized substances were handed over to
the Mount Lavinia Police Station.

The arrested individual is a 33-year-old resident of Ratmalana.

Further inquiries are being conducted by the Mount Lavinia Police.
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
