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Murder - Elpitiya Police Division.

Investigations have been initiated at the Elpitiya Police on the morning of 26.02.2026,
following a report that a person was seriously injured after being attacked with a stick
in the Polgaswatta area of the Elpitiya Police Division and had died after being
admitted to the Elpitiya Hospital.

The deceased is a 72-year-old resident of Batuwanhena.

Further investigation revealed that the deceased's brother had attacked him with a
stick due to a land dispute.

The suspect, a 77-year-old resident of Batuwanhena, involved in the murder, has been
arrested. Elpitiya Police are conducting further investigations.
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Suspicious Death - Weerambugedara Police Division.
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On the afternoon of 26.02.2026, Weerambugedara Police received a report that a
female body had died suspiciously in the Dematalandawatta, Gonawa area of the
Weerambugedara Police Division.

The deceased was a 65-year-old resident of Gonawa, Weerambugedara.

A small rope was observed around the deceased's neck and a suitcase and wallet
suspected to belong to the woman were also found lying near the woman's body by
the police.

The cause of death has not yet been revealed and the Weerambugedara Police are
conducting further investigations.
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Suspicious death - Bemmulla Police Division.

Investigations have been initiated at the Bemmulla Police on the afternoon of
26.02.2026, following a report that a person had died after being burnt to death in a
paddy field in the Basliyaddda area of the Bemmulla Police Division.
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The deceased is a 76-year-old resident of the Bemmulla area.

A magisterial inquest and post-mortem examination are scheduled to be conducted on
the body and the Bemmulla Police are conducting further investigations to determine
whether this death was a murder.
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Rescue of a foreign national woman from a water accident - Kotawila Police
Lifeguard Unit.

On the morning of 26.02.2026, a foreign national woman who had gone for a swim at
the Mirissa beach was caught in a rip current and swept out to sea. Police Constable
96986 Dissanayake and Police Constable 105268 Kahawatte attached to the Kotawila
Police Lifeguard Unit, who were on duty at the beach, rescued the woman.

The woman who was in the accident is a 29-year-old Russian woman.
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Drowning Incident and Missing Person — Bentota Police Division

On the evening of 26.02.2026, the Bentota Police Station launched an investigation
following a report that two individuals who had gone swimming at the Bentota
seashore within the Bentota Police Division were involved in a drowning incident.
One of the individuals was confirmed deceased, while the other remains missing.

The deceased, aged 25, and the missing person, aged 29, are residents of the Beruwala
area.

The Bentota Police, with the support of officers from the Sri Lanka Navy and the
Police Lifeguard Unit, are conducting ongoing search and rescue operations to locate
the missing individual.

Police Media Division
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Suspect arrested with Goda - Ruwanwella Police Station.

On the morning of 26.02.2026, a team of officers from the Ruwanwella Police Station
conducted a raid in the Glenex Watta area of the Ruwanwella Police Division and
arrested a suspect with 1010 liters (05 barrels) of Goda, which is used to brew illegal
liquor.

The suspect is a 54-year-old resident of the Amithirigala area.
