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Two Suspects Arrested in Connection with Shooting and Murder — Colombo
North Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau

Officers of the Colombo North Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau initiated
investigations into a shooting and murder incident that occurred on 14.02.2026 in the
Jinthupitiya area under the Coastal Police Division, which left four individuals
injured.

On 27.02.2026, the bureau apprehended two suspects: one in possession of 6.54
grams of crystal methamphetamine (ice) and the other with 3.10 g. Both individuals
were presented to the Coastal Police Station.

The suspects, aged 44 and 29, are residents of the Sedawatte and Weheragodella
areas, respectively. Further investigations revealed that the 44-year-old suspect was
the driver of the three-wheeler used to flee the scene with the firearm, while the 29-
year-old suspect aided him in the escape.

A seven-day detention order will be sought for both suspects. Further inquiries are
ongoing by the Coastal Police.
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Suspect Wanted for Double Murder by Shooting Apprehended — Kadawatha
Police Station

The Kadawatha Police is investigating a double murder that took place on 24.03.2022
in the Kadawatha Police Division, in which two individuals were fatally shot by
assailants arriving on a motorcycle using a T56 firearm.

A suspect previously arrested in connection with this crime was produced before the
Mahara Magistrate's Court and remanded in custody. Following a violation of court
orders, a red notice was issued for another suspect who had fled abroad.

On 27.02.2026, officers of the Criminal Investigation Department apprehended this
suspect at Bandaranaike International Airport while arriving from Qatar. The 32-year-
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old suspect, a resident of Siyambalape, was handed over to the Kadawatha Police
Station for further investigations.

The Kadawatha Police are continuing inquiries into the case.
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Suspect Apprehended with Illegal Liquor and Goda — Pamunugama Police
Station

In the early hours of 27.02.2026, officers from the Pamunugama Police conducted a
raid in the Vangurubim area of Muthurajawela, Pamunugama. During the operation, a
suspect was arrested in possession of 168.75 liters (225 bottles) of illicit liquor, 2,835
liters (15 barrels) of Goda used for brewing illegal alcohol, and 5 copper coils.

The suspect, a 40-year-old resident of Uswetakeiyawa, was taken into custody.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Pamunugama Police.
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Woman Killed in Wild Elephant Attack — Kokkadicholai Police Division

On the morning of 27.02.2026, three women were attacked by a wild elephant in the
Munekkadu area of the Kokkadicholai Police Division. Following a report of the
incident, the Kokkadicholai Police Station launched an investigation.

One of the victims, a 76-year-old resident of Kokkadicholai, succumbed to her
injuries, while the other two women are receiving treatment at Mahiladativu Hospital.

The Kokkadicholai Police are continuing investigations into the incident.
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Woman dies after falling into canal - Rattota Police Division.

On the morning of 27.02.2026, an investigation has been initiated at the
Rattota Police based on a report that a woman had fallen into a canal near
her house in the Kaikawala area of Rattota.

The deceased was a 74-year-old resident of the Kaikawala area.

The body has been deposited at the Matale Hospital morgue for a post-
mortem examination and further investigations are being conducted by

the Rattota Police.
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
