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A suspect has been arrested with a consignment of cigarettes illegally brought into the
country - Police Narcotics Bureau Airport Unit.

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The Airport Police are conducting further investigations.
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Three Cannabis Cultivation Sites and Dry Cannabis Seized — Police Special Task
Force, Siyambalanduwa Camp

On the afternoon of 28.02.2026, officers from the Police Special Task Force
Siyambalanduwa Camp conducted a raid in the Kebiliththa Reserve area within the
Ethimale Police Division.

During the operation, the following illegal cannabis cultivation sites were uncovered:
e One farm with 30,000 cannabis plants cultivated over 2 acres

e One farm with 8,000 cannabis plants cultivated on % acre
o One farm with 8,500 cannabis plants cultivated on ¥4 acre
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In addition, 100 kilograms of dried cannabis were recovered. No suspects were
present at the sites during the raid.
