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Important information reported to the Police Media Division
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Suspect Wanted for Shooting and Murder Arrested — Colombo Central
Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau

Several police teams launched investigations into the incident in which a person was
shot and killed and two children were injured in the Jinthupitiya area of the
Coastal Police Division on 16.01.2026.

Based on information received by officers of the Colombo Central Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau who were conducting the investigation, one of the
suspects involved in the shooting was apprehended in the Udawalawe area on
09.03.2026.

The suspect is a 25-year-old resident of the Udawalawe area.

Previously, another suspect who had acted as one of the gunmen in the same incident
was arrested by the Colombo Crimes Division on 03.03.2026.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Colombo Central Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau.
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Murder — Kayts Police Division

On the evening of 09.03.2026, officers of the Kayts Police Station commenced an
investigation after receiving information that a person had been found dead with
injuries inside a house in the Nagadeepa area of the Kayts Police Division.

The deceased has been identified as a 45-year-old resident of the Nawalapitiya
area.

Investigations conducted so far have revealed that the victim had been stabbed to
death with a knife by another individual following a prior dispute. The suspect, a
35-year-old resident of the Kotagala area, has been taken into custody.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Kayts Police.
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Suspect Arrested with “Ice” Drug — Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau

On the evening of 09.03.2026, a team of officers from the Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau conducted a raid in the Ratmalana area within the
Mount Lavinia Police Division and arrested a suspect in possession of 100 grams of
the drug known as “Ice” (crystal methamphetamine). The suspect and the seized
narcotics were subsequently handed over to the Mount Lavinia Police Station.

The suspect is a 48-year-old resident of Ratmalana.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Mount Lavinia Police.
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Four Individuals Struck by Train; One Fatality — Pinwatte Police
Division

On the evening of 09.03.2026, the Pinwatte Police initiated an
investigation following a report that four individuals had been struck
by an express train traveling from Beliatta to Maradana on the
Thalpitiya Bridge, within the Pinwatte Police Division, resulting in the
death of one person.

The deceased has been identified as an 87-year-old British national.

A foreign couple, a Sri Lankan man, and his child were involved in
the incident. Preliminary investigations have revealed that they had been
standing on the railway track taking photographs at the time of the
accident.

The injured individuals are currently receiving treatment at the
Panadura Hospital, while further investigations are being conducted by
the Pinwatte Police.
