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Three Suspects Arrested in Connection with a Murder — Mount Lavinia Divisional
Crime Investigation Bureau

The Mount Lavinia Divisional Crime Investigation Bureau initiated investigations into
the T of an individual who was attacked with sharp weapons in the Moratumulla area

on 03 March 2026. The victim’s body had subsequently been placed in a three-wheeler
and transported to the Moratuwa Police Division.

Based on intelligence gathered during the investigation, three suspects linked to the
incident were apprehended within the Pettah Police Division on the evening of 11 March
2026.

The suspects, aged 38 and 49, are residents of the Moratuwa area.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Mount Lavinia Divisional Crime
Investigation Bureau.
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Suspect Involved in Multiple Crimes Under a False Identity Arrested with Narcotics
— Hambantota Police

On the morning of 11 March 2026, officers attached to the Hambantota Police Station,
while conducting crime prevention roadblock duties in the Gonnoruwa area of Tangalle,
intercepted a suspicious jeep and carried out a search.

The vehicle was occupied by a male driver and a female passenger. The driver failed to
produce a valid driving licence and instead presented an identity card, which officers
identified as forged. Upon further inspection of both individuals, officers recovered 21
grams and 750 milligrams of heroin from the male suspect, and 5 grams and 600
milligrams of heroin from the female suspect. Both individuals were taken into custody
along with the vehicle.

The suspects, aged 34 and 33, are a married couple residing in the Thanamalwila and
Weerawila areas.

Further investigations revealed that the male suspect is linked to a double §c&T in the

Suriyawewa Police Division in 2016, and was previously arrested in connection with
another double involving a shooting in the Thanamalwila Police Division in 2019, for
which he had been granted bail by the court.

It was also uncovered that, following these incidents, the suspect had obtained a forged
identity card and had been operating under an assumed identity. Investigations further
indicate that he maintains connections with an overseas drug trafficker and has been
involved in narcotics distribution within the Southern Province.

Hambantota Police Station is conducting further investigations.
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Three Suspects Arrested for Illegal Gem Mining — Bhagawanthalawa Police Station

On the afternoon of 11 March 2026, officers of the Bhagawanthalawa Police Station
carried out a raid in the Chapelton area within the Bhagawanthalawa Police Division.
During the operation, three individuals engaged in unauthorized gem mining were
apprehended along with the equipment used in the activity.

The suspects, aged 38, 42, and 58, are residents of the Bhagawanthalawa area.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Bhagawanthalawa Police.
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Suspect Arrested for Illegal Gem Mining — Maskeliya Police

On the afternoon of 11 March 2026, a team of officers from the Maskeliya Police Station
conducted a raid in the Minzilandwatta area within the Maskeliya Police Division. During
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the operation, a suspect engaged in unauthorized gem mining was apprehended along with
the equipment used for the activity.

The suspect is a 35-year-old resident of the Maskeliya area.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Maskeliya Police.
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Suspect Arrested with Illicit Liquor Brewing Material (“Goda”) — Pamunugama
Police

On the afternoon of 11 March 2026, officers attached to the Pamunugama Police Station
carried out a raid in the Muthurajawela Reserve area within the Pamunugama Police
Division. During the operation, a suspect was taken into custody in possession of 945
litres (five barrels) of “Goda,” a substance used in the production of illicit liquor.

The suspect is a 32-year-old resident of Uswetakeiyawa.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Pamunugama Police.
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
