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Celebrating the 162nd Police Heroes’ Day

The 162nd Police Heroes’ Day of the Sri Lanka Police was commemorated on
the morning of 21 March 2026 under the patronage of the Inspector General of
Police, Attorney-at-Law Mr. Priyantha Weerasuriya, at the War Heroes’
Memorial situated at the Bambalapitiya Police Field Force Headquarters.

A ceremonial guard of honour was conducted in remembrance of the
courageous police personnel who made the ultimate sacrifice in service to the
nation. The Inspector General of Police paid floral tributes at the Police War

Heroes’ Memorial.



To date, a total of 5,789 police officers have sacrificed their lives to ensure a
society where the public can live in safety and confidence, while 1,633 officers
have sustained permanent disabilities in the line of duty.

Of these, 2,598 officers lost their lives while engaged in operational duties
during the three-decade-long conflict, and their bravery and dedication were
solemnly honoured on this occasion.

In addition, 1,575 officers who were disabled while actively serving in such
operations were also respectfully remembered. Family members of the fallen
and disabled officers who attended the ceremony paid floral tributes to the
Police War Heroes’ Memorial.

Senior Deputy Inspector General in charge of the Western Province, Mr.
Sajeewa Medawatte, along with several senior police officials, participated in

the event.
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
