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Homicide — Jaffna Police Division
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Investigations were initiated following a complaint lodged at the Jaffna Police Station
on 19.03.2026 by the son of a woman reported missing from the Chundukkuli area
within the Jaffna Police Division.

Preliminary inquiries revealed that the missing woman had been residing at home
with her married daughter and son. It was further uncovered that the daughter had
been staying with her mother due to a domestic dispute with her husband.

As the daughter had been absent from the residence since the time of the woman’s
disappearance, inquiries were conducted to trace her whereabouts. Based on received
intelligence indicating that she was residing with her husband in a rented house in the
Nilaveli area of Trincomalee, officers from the Jaffna Police apprehended both the

daughter and her husband on suspicion for questioning.

Subsequent investigations disclosed that the daughter and her husband had allegedly
strangled the woman to death at her residence during the early hours of 18.03.2026.
The suspects had then transported the body by car to Mannar, abandoned it in a

forested area, and thereafter travelled to Nilaveli.

Accordingly, officers of the Jaffna Police Station recovered the body from a SiTcl

area near the fourth wind turbine tower along the Mannar road.
The deceased was identified as a 53-year-old lecturer attached to the University of

Jaffna and a resident of Chundukkuli.

The arrested suspects were produced before the Jaffna Magistrate’s Court on
21.03.2026, where detention orders were obtained. Further investigations are being

carried out by the Jaffna Police.
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15 Suspects Arrested with Narcotics and Weapons — Mount Lavinia Divisional
Criminal Investigation Bureau

During a special operation conducted in the early hours of 21.03.2026 by officers of
the Mount Lavinia Divisional Criminal Investigation Bureau in the Ratmalana area,

15 suspects, including one female, were taken into custody.
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The suspects were found in possession of approximately 40 grams of crystal
methamphetamine (“ice”), 20 grams of heroin, and five swords. They were

subsequently handed over to the Mount Lavinia Police Station.

The arrested individuals, aged between 19 and 45 vyears, are residents of
Boralesgamuwa, Matugama, Galgamuwa, and Ratmalana. The female suspect is a 21-
year-old resident of Ratmalana.

Investigations have revealed that the suspects are affiliated with two organized
criminal networks and large-scale drug traffickers currently operating from overseas.
The suspects are due to be produced before the Mount Lavinia Magistrate’s Court on

22.03.2026. Further investigations are being conducted by the Mount Lavinia Police.
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Fatal Road Accident — VValachchenai Police Division
On the night of 20.03.2026, a fatal road traffic accident occurred near the
Karumanekeni junction along the Batticaloa—Trincomalee road within the

Valachchenai Police Division.

A three-wheeler travelling towards Batticaloa collided with a bicycle approaching
from the opposite direction. The cyclist sustained critical injuries and succumbed after
being admitted to the VValachchenai Hospital.

The deceased was a 58-year-old resident of Kalkuda.
The driver of the three-wheeler involved in the collision has been arrested. Further

inquiries are being conducted by the Valachchenai Police.
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
