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Assets Worth Rs. 150 Million Acquired Through Drug Trafficking -
Investigation Underway

The Illicit Assets Investigation Division has launched an inquiry following a
complaint alleging that a drug trafficker residing in Soysapura, Moratuwa had
accumulated properties and assets using proceeds generated from narcotics
trafficking.



Based on the investigation, officers apprehended the 46-year-old suspect on
25.03.2026 in the Horethuduwa area.

Further findings revealed that the suspect had acquired several high-value properties
through illegal means. Consequently, under the provisions of the Prevention of
Money Laundering Act No. 05 of 2006, a temporary suspension order for a period of
seven days has been imposed on the following assets:

« A house valued at Rs. 50 million, situated on 11 perches of land in Keselwatta,
Panadura

« A three-storey residence valued at Rs. 100 million, located on 16 perches of
land in Moratuwa

The suspect is scheduled to be produced before the Moratuwa Magistrate’s Court on
26.03.2026.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Illicit Assets Investigation
Division.
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
