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Three Suspects Arrested for Possessing Unregistered Vehicles — Western
Province North Crime Division

A team of officers from the Western Province North Crime Division initiated
investigations into an individual involved in vehicle smuggling through the use of
forged documentation.

In connection with these investigations, on 01.04.2026, three suspects were
apprehended within the Meegahawatte and Kandana Police Divisions for possessing
vehicles without valid registration certificates. The vehicles included 03 cars, 02
jeeps, 01 lorry, and 01 motorcycle.

The suspects, aged 21, 39, and 44, are residents of the Kandana and Meegahawatte
areas.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Western Province North Crime
Division.
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Drowning Incident — Teldeniya Police Division

The Teldeniya Police Station has commenced an inquiry following information
received on the afternoon of 01.04.2026 regarding an individual who drowned while
bathing in the Victoria Reservoir in the Kumbukkandura area.

The deceased is identified as a 22-year-old resident of the Thalathuoya area.

Preliminary investigations have revealed that the victim was bathing at the above
mentioned location along with five people at the time of the incident.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Teldeniya Police.
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Fatal Road Accident — Saliyawewa Police Division

On the evening of 01.04.2026, a lorry travelling towards Anuradhapura collided with
a bicycle proceeding in the same direction at the 16th junction along the Puttalam—
Trincomalee Road within the Saliyawewa Police Division.

The cyclist, who sustained critical injuries in the accident, was initially admitted to the
Aluthgama Hospital and subsequently transferred to the Puttalam Hospital for further
treatment, where he later succumbed to his injuries.

The deceased is a 78-year-old resident of Rajanganaya.

The lorry driver involved in the accident has also been admitted to the Puttalam
Hospital and is currently receiving medical treatment.

Further investigations are underway by the Saliyawewa Police.
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Fatal Motorcycle Accident — Thalaimannar Police Division

On the night of 01.04.2026, a motorcycle travelling towards Talaimannar met with an
accident near the Kudiiruppu junction along the Talaimannar—Medawachchiya Road,

after the rider lost control and the vehicle overturned onto the roadway.

The motorcyclist, who sustained severe injuries, died after being admitted to the
Talaimannar Hospital.

The deceased is identified as a 65-year-old resident of VValachchena.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Thalaimannar Police.
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
