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Murder by assault with sharp weapons — Panamura Police Division

Investigations have been initiated based on information received by the Panamura
Police Station on the night of 05.04.2026, regarding an incident in which a person was
attacked with sharp weapons in the Weathura area of the Panamura Police Division
and subsequently succumbed to injuries after being admitted to Panamura Hospital.

The deceased is a 46-year-old resident of the Weathura, Panamura area.

Preliminary investigations have revealed that the victim sustained severe injuries after
being assaulted with hands, feet, and sharp weapons by two individuals present at the
location on the night of 05.04.2026.

The motive for the murder has not yet been established. Two suspects have been
arrested in connection with the incident, and further investigations are being
conducted by the Panamura Police.
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Suspicious death — Galle Police Division

Investigations have been initiated by the Galle Police Station following a complaint
received on the evening of 05.04.2026 regarding the death of a person under
suspicious circumstances at a residence in the Weliwatte area of the Galle Police
Division.

The deceased is a 48-year-old resident of the Weliwatte area.

It has been reported that the deceased returned home intoxicated on the night of
04.04.2026 and went to sleep with a head injury. It was later discovered that he had
died during the night, as he did not wake up the following day.

The body has been placed at the Karapitiya Hospital mortuary for post-mortem
examination. Further investigations are being carried out by the Galle Police.
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Two suspects arrested for possession of diesel without a licence —
Colombo District Crime Division

On the evening of 05.04.2026, officers of the Colombo District Crime Division
conducted a raid in the Wijewardena Mawatha area based on a tip-off and arrested
two suspects in possession of 826 litres of diesel, along with cash amounting to Rs.
72,210 (Seventy-two thousand two hundred and ten rupees), suspected to be proceeds
from the illegal sale of fuel without a licence.

The suspects are residents of the Wellawatte and Wariyapola areas, aged 23 and 61.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Colombo District Crime Division.
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Two persons killed in wild elephant attack — Eppawala Police Division

Investigations have been initiated by the Eppawala Police Station on the morning of
05.04.2026, following reports that two persons were killed in a wild elephant attack in
the Amunukole area of the Eppawala Police Division.

The deceased are residents of the Eppawala area, aged 36 and 48.

Police officers recovered one body near the Amunukole reservoir and the other from a
nearby paddy field, following the elephant attack.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Eppawala Police.
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A person dies following a wild elephant attack — Mahiyanganaya
Police Division

On the morning of 05.04.2026, investigations were initiated at the Mahiyanganaya
Police Station following a complaint that an individual had been seriously injured
after being attacked by a wild elephant in front of his residence in the Wewegedara
area of the Mahiyanganaya Police Division and subsequently succumbed to his
injuries after being admitted to Mahiyanganaya Hospital.

The deceased is a 79-year-old resident of the Mahiyanganaya area.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Mahiyanganaya Police.
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
