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Important information reported to the Police Media Division
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Two suspects wanted for a series of three-wheeler thefts arrested —
Kiribathgoda Police

On 31.03.2026, officers of the Kiribathgoda Police Station arrested a suspect in
possession of crystal methamphetamine (“ice”) and detained him under detention
orders. Subsequent investigations revealed that the suspect was wanted in connection
with four three-wheeler thefts reported to the Peliyagoda, Wattala, and Kelaniya
Police Stations.

Based on information obtained from the suspect, indicating that the four stolen three-
wheelers had been sold in the Hingurakgoda area, a team of officers conducted a raid
on 06.04.2026 and apprehended a suspect on charges of purchasing and disposing of

stolen property. Another individual who had prepared forged documentation was also
arrested. All four stolen three-wheelers were recovered and taken into police custody.

The suspects are residents of the Hingurakgoda area, aged 61 and 75.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Kiribathgoda Police.
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Drowning incident reported — Talaimannar Police Division

Investigations have been initiated by the Talaimannar Police Station following a
report received on the afternoon of 06.04.2026 that an individual had drowned while
bathing at the Talaimannar seashore within the Talaimannar Police Division.

The deceased is a 38-year-old resident of Negombo.

Preliminary inquiries indicate that the individual had been bathing with a group of
friends at the time of the incident.

Further investigations are being carried out by the Talaimannar Police.
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Two persons die due to electrocution — Polgahawela Police Division

Investigations have been initiated by the Polgahawela Police Station following a
complaint received on the afternoon of 06.04.2026 that two individuals had died due
to electrocution on a land in the Bangalawatta area within the Polgahawela Police
Division.

The deceased are residents of the Eheliyagoda area, aged 28 and 35.

Preliminary investigations have revealed that the incident occurred when one of the
victims came into contact with an unauthorized electric wire that had been installed to
protect cultivated land from wild animals.

A person employed as a guard on the land has been arrested on suspicion in connection with
the incident. Further investigations are being conducted by the Polgahawela Police.
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Suspect arrested for possession of diesel without a licence — Kalmunai
Police

On the afternoon of 06.04.2026, officers of the Kalmunai Police Station conducted a
raid in the Madavan Road area within the Kalmunai Police Division based on a tip-off
and arrested a suspect in possession of 4,620 litres (22 barrels) of diesel without a
valid licence.

The suspect is a 48-year-old resident of Karthivu.

Further investigations are being conducted by the Kalmunai Police.
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Suspect arrested for possession of petrol without a licence — Udadumbara Police

On the afternoon of 06.04.2026, a team of officers from the Udadumbara Police
Station conducted a raid in the Vetalawa Junction area within the Udadumbara Police



Division based on a tip-off and apprehended a suspect in possession of 30 litres of
petrol without a valid licence.

The suspect is a 47-year-old resident of the Medamahanuwara area.
Further investigations are being carried out by the Udadumbara Police.
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
