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Important information reported to the Police Media Division.
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Double homicide by setting fire to a house - Maharagama Police
Division.

Investigations have been initiated at the Maharagama Police Station on the
evening of 18.01.2026, following a report that a house was on fire in the
Pamunuwa area of the Maharagama Police Division.

The fire was extinguished by residents of the area and a woman and a girl
who were in a room on the upper floor of the house were found dead, while
two people who sustained burn injuries were admitted to the Kalubowila
Hospital for treatment.

The deceased girl was 16 years old and the woman was 55 years old, a
mother and daughter who were temporarily residing in the Maharagama
area.

It has been revealed that the deceased had been residing on a rental basis in
the upper floor of this house, and one of the injured was the deceased
woman's husband (46 years old).

The other injured person is the 76-year-old owner of the house who lives on
the ground floor of the house and it has been revealed during the
investigation that he committed the arson.
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The Maharagama Police are conducting further investigations.
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A suspect who stole money and gold items after being given snacks and
drinks has been arrested - Anuradhapura Police.

On the night of 2026.04.02, three women who were travelling in a bus from
Anuradhapura bus stand to Colombo for a short distance had eaten snacks
and drunk a drink provided by an unknown person on the bus. At that time,
the three women had fallen unconscious and investigations have been
initiated on a complaint that the unknown person had stolen Rs. 17,06,400/=
(one thousand seven hundred and six thousand four hundred) worth of
money and gold items from the women and left.

The suspect who committed this theft was arrested on the evening of
17.04.2026 in the Pandulagama area by a team of officers from the
Anuradhapura Police Station.

The suspect is a 54-year-old resident of the Saliyawewa area.

When the public travels by public transport, they sometimes offer snacks
and drinks containing intoxicants based on the friendships they form with
unknown persons. The police have previously warned the public on several
occasions to be very careful and intelligent when accepting food or drinks
offered by such unknown persons and the police further request the public
not to fall prey to such fraudulent individuals.
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A suspect was arrested with a consignment of cigarettes brought into
the country duty-free - Police Narcotics Bureau Airport Unit.

On the night of 18.04.2026, a team of officers from the Police Narcotics
Bureau Airport Unit conducted a raid at the arrival terminal of the
Katunayake Airport on a tip-off and arrested a suspect with 11,000 cigarettes
(55 cartons) that had been brought into the country by air from Kuala
Lumpur duty-free.

The suspect is a 42-year-old Malaysian national.

The Police Narcotics Bureau is conducting further investigations.
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
